Series: We Are Vineyard Worship: Spirit and Truth John 4:7-26

Key verses: Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in the Spirit and in truth, for they
are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks. God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in the Spirit and in truth.”

1. Jesus reveals the heart.

Whatever matters to the Father should matter to us.
Worship is surrender - total and complete surrender.

2. The Father seeks

Worship is any thought, word, or action that reflects our complete dependence and submission to God.

3. The Father seeks those who worship “ .

Because God is everywhere, you can worship God from anywhere.

To worship “in the Spirit” is to fully surrender yourself to the Holy Spirit’s presence and allow him to fully embrace and encompass you
as you worship and serve the Father.

4. The Father seeks those who worship “ .

Truth: dAn0eio the quality of being in accord with what is true, truthfulness, dependability, uprightness in thought and deed.
God designed us to be part of a local church so we can seek God’s truth together as a family.

5. The power of the Father’s kind of : Acts 16:25-26

Acts 16:25-26 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the other prisoners were listening to them.
